RULES AND REGULATIONS 
Please read carefully 

1. All entries must be in the hands of the Secretary no later than closing 
date advised. All fees must accompany entries and telephoned entries 
will only be accepted in cases of emergency. Telephone entries must be 
confirmed in writing within 4 working days. 

2. Doors of produce shed close at 9am morning of show and all exhibits 
must be in place by 9.30am. No exhibits to be removed before 3.30pm. 

3. All exhibitors are asked to make every effort to have their exhibits in 
before 8.30pm on the night previous to the show especially those within 
a 10km radius of Murchison.  

4. All exhibits must be grown/made or  be the work of the exhibitor. 
5. The committee will take all reasonable care of exhibits and will endeavour 

to attend to the interests and safety of exhibitors and spectators but 
under no circumstances will be responsible for loss, damage or any 
accident to exhibitors, spectators or exhibits. 

6. No animals or goods of any description other than official entries will be 
allowed on grounds without permission of the committee. All Dogs on 
grounds must be dosed. 

7. Prize Money must be collected from Secretary on show day. Horse and 
Pony Sections winners must partake in Grand Parade to be paid and can 
apply for payment of prize money within two weeks of show if not 
collected on day of show. 

8. In the event of two or less, in any class the Judge is not bound to award a 
prize unless the entry is of sufficient merit.  

9. Where first equal is awarded no second prize will be awarded. The total 
of first and second prizes will be divided between winners. 

10. Catalogues can be paid for on entry forms and collected from Horse 
{ŜŎǊŜǘŀǊȅΩǎ ƻŦŦƛŎŜ ƻǊ ǇǳǊŎƘŀǎŜŘ ŦǊƻƳ DŀǘŜ on Show day. 

11. Gates open at 6.30am and judging starts at 8am unless other wise stated 
in catalogue and all competitors must be ready at these times. 

12. Any person wishing to exhibit stock other than provided for in this 
schedule must gain permission from committee. 

13. Person exhibiting stock under rule 12 must provide their own pens. 



14. The use of temporary fencing is prohibited as stated by the Royal 
Agricultural Society and N.Z. Horse Society.   

15. For local classes horse and rider to have resided in the Murchison District 
for three months prior to show or at discretion of organising committee.  
Refer to RAS Rule 43 ς Ownership and Rule 45 ς Leases and Partnership. 

16. No stand will be allowed to be erected unless the space has been 
previously applied for, permission granted, and the ground rent paid. 
 

PROTEST COMMITTEE 
17. In the event of a Protest being lodged, the Protest Committee formed will 

consist of the President, the Marshall, and the Chief Steward of the 
Section concerned. 

18. There will be a $50 fee payable on lodging the protest which will be 
returned should the protest be upheld. 
 

SIDE SHOWS 
19. All side show persons must produce proof of their Insurance cover and 

Royal Agricultural Society Licence on applying for Side Show space. 
 

REFUND OF ENTRY FEES 
20. The committee of the Murchison A & P Association reserves the right to 

authorise the refund of entry fees at a rate of 75% upon submission of 
a) receipt and written explanation as to the reason for the request or

FORBIDDEN SUBSTANCES TESTING  

21. The use of tranquillisers, stimulants, or any drug which affects the 
performance of horses or ponies is forbidden.  Competitors are advised 
that random drug testing may be carried out during the Show, under the 
conditions adopted by the E.N.Z.  Any competitor who has or has had 
administered to their horse or pony any drugs within seven (7) days prior 
to the Show must notify the Horse Secretary before competing.  Signature 
on entry form or participation in competition denotes acceptance of 
these conditions. 
 

GUIDELINES FOR ENTERING SADDLE EVENTS 
22. All Horses/ Ponies may enter open classes including novices. 

23. Once a Horse/Pony has had 6 firsts in conformation classes at any A&P 
Show, it is not eligible for Novice classes (i.e. a horse/pony that has won   
0-5 may enter novice classes) 

24. Novice in Paced and Mannered classes is a Horse/Pony which has not 
won 6 firsts in Paced and Mannered classes at any A&P show at the time 
of this show. 

25. Novice champions are not eligible for open championships unless they 
have won their class, nor are they eligible for Supreme award. 
Championship award does not count as a win. 

26. If a novice entry has gained 6 wins before the day of the show  the 
competitor must advise Horse Secretary and may change to an open 
class, or a refund will be given. 

27. In all rings first prize winners only to parade for Champion. Once the 
Champion has been selected, the second placed animals to the Champion 
must be allowed to parade for Reserve Champion.

HARD HATS & SAFETY HELMENTS ς RAS RULING 
29. A hard hat is generally described as a hunting cap, a bowler, protective 

headwear or safety helmet. 
30. Wearing a hard hat is compulsory for anyone competing on schooling or 

riding for any other reason at or in any area considered to be part of the 
Show grounds. 

31. All riders 16 years and under must wear protective headgear, which 
includes a retaining harness secured to the shell at more than two points. 
Such headgear must be worn with the chinstrap properly adjusted and 
fastened when riding within the Show grounds.
