1. The competition shall be open to all fleeces which fall into one of the above classifications and which have been nominated by an A&P Assn or Woolbroker during the 2009-10 Season.

2. Entry forms will be available from The Secretary Mackenzie County A & P Show, Woolbrokers, A&P Secretaries or the Royal Agricultural Society Website www.ras.org.nz.  Please ensure your FULL postal address is shown on the entry form and the person responsible for correspondence.

3. All fleeces must be skirted to the highest commercial standard.

4. Fleeces entered in each class should be packed separately and be clearly marked with the number of the class in which they are entered.  Fleeces entered in the wrong class will be reclassed by the Royal Agricultural Society nominee.

5. The Two Champion fleeces (fine and strong wool) become the property of the Royal Agricultural Society for promotional and display purposes.

6. All fleece entries must be accompanied by an ENTRY FEE of $10.00 or $20.00 if the competitor wishes their fleece to be returned after the event.  Fleeces not returned become the property of the Royal Agricultural Society of N.Z. (Inc) and will be sold to defray competition expenses or donated to the St Johns Association.
7. All fleeces shall be freight pre-paid to:

Mackenzie County A & P Society, C/- Barwood Motors Ltd Fairlie. Fleeces from outside the Mackenzie District may be consolidated at local Woolbrokers store.  Exhibitors should contact their nearest A & P Society for further details.

8. ENTRY CLOSING DATE: March 5th 2010 at 5pm.
All fleeces must reach Fairlie by the 22nd March 2010.  No late entries will be accepted.  

It is recommended that as soon as judging is completed at local A&P Shows that fleeces be put into polythene bags to prevent damage.
